In accordance with RCW 9A.72.085, I declare under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of Washington that the following is true and correct to the best of my knowledge:


1.  Personal Representative.  I am the Personal Representative of Decedent's estate.  Being the Personal Representative of Decedent's estate, I am required by law to obtain allowance by this Court of any Creditor's Claim I may file in these proceedings before the Claim may be properly paid.


2.  Creditor's Claim of Personal Representative.  At his/her death, Decedent was indebted to me in the amount of $123.45.  I have timely filed in these proceedings a Creditor's Claim in this amount, a copy of which Claim is attached to this Petition.


3.  Probate Notice to Creditors.  I have filed and published a Probate Notice to Creditors and filed an Affidavit of Publication.

4.  Reasonable Review.  Soon after my appointment, I diligently reviewed Decedent's:

· Correspondence, including correspondence received after date of death; and

· Financial records, including personal financial statements, loan documents, checkbooks, bank statements, and income tax returns --- that were in my possession or reasonably available to me; and
Made a list of each possible creditor found in my review.

5.  Actual Notice.  For each possible creditor found in my review, I either:
· Mailed within three months after the date of first publication of the Probate Notice to Creditors, and by Certified Mail - Return Receipt Requested:

· A copy of the Probate Notice to Creditors, and

· A header-completed Creditor's Claim form, or
· Have timely received a Creditor's Claim.

6.  Expiration of Statute of Limitations.  Over four months have passed since the first date of publication of the Probate Notice to Creditors, and over one month has passed since I sent actual notice of Decedent's death to each possible creditor found in my review and from whom I have not timely received a Creditor's Claim.  Consequently:

· The Statute of Limitations as regards filing a Creditor's Claim against the estate has expired; and

· No further Creditor's Claims against the estate may lawfully be presented.

7.  Estate Solvency.  The estate began and has remained solvent, and will continue to remain solvent upon the payment or provision for payment of all Creditor's Claims lawfully filed and allowed in these proceedings, including mine if it is allowed by this Court.

WHEREFORE, I request that this Court:

a.  Find that my Creditor's Claim was timely filed and should properly be allowed, and


b.  Order that my Creditor's Claim be allowed in the amount of $123.45.
