I declare under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of Washington that the following is true and correct to the best of my knowledge:


1.  Personal Representative.  On July 4, 2003, this Court admitted Decedent’s Will to probate, appointed Joseph Jones as Decedent’s Personal Representative, and granted him/her Nonintervention Powers.  Over one year has passed since then (or since the date of the Personal Representative’s last Status Report).

2.  Beneficiary.  I am a beneficiary under Decedent’s Will whose interest in the estate has not been fully paid or distributed and who remains interested in the estate.

3.  Status Report.  As a person who remains interested in Decedent’s estate, I desire further information about the administration of the estate, among other things, to gain further assurances that my interest in the estate will eventually be fully paid or distributed.
WHEREFORE, I request this Court for an Order:

Directing Joseph Jones as Decedent’s Personal Representative to deliver to me within thirty days of the Order a Report of Affairs of the Estate signed and verified by the Personal Representative covering the period from the date of his/her appointment (or, if a prior Report of Affairs of the Estate has been delivered, from the date of the last such Report) to that of the Order and including the following information:

a. A description of the amount and nature of all property, real or personal, that has come into the possession or control of the Personal Representative;


b. A statement of all property collected, paid out, or distributed by the Personal Representative;

c. A statement of claims filed and allowed against the estate and of those rejected;

d. A copy of any estate, inheritance, or fiduciary income tax returns filed by the Personal Representative;

e. A statement of what remains to be done before the estate may be closed;


f. An estimate of when the estate will be closed; and

g. Such other information as the Court may consider proper.
